A chapter research project is very important in achieving MVP status
so getting more people involved going forward would help convey that it is a chapter research
project rather than a project done by a few people. Rich stated that the chapter could also find a
different project that more people are interested in as well.

Regarding the MVP committee report Gene mentioned that the chapter survey has been
submitted which contains the answers to a list of yes/no questions that are basically tied to
SABR’s chapter guidelines. Gene emailed a draft of the Annual Report to chapter members so
please look it over and get back to Gene with any comments. It runs 6 or 7 pages.

In terms of compiling the Annual Report Gene mentioned that he gathers information from the
newsletters and from emails he receives after events detailing the number of people that
participated and any pertinent info about the event. He thanked members for getting him the
information and Bob thanked Gene for keeping track of that data. It was also stated that Gene
attends various leadership meetings with SABR.

12. Bylaws and Procedures Review — Mike Haupert
Discussion:
Mike summarized the proposed changes to the board elections:

People would be elected to 3 year terms with one person elected each year.

A president-elect would be elected each year. The president-elect would serve
functionally as the vice-president in their first year (The vice-president position itself
would be formally eliminated as a board position). In that person's second year they’d
become president and in the third year they’'d be of help to the new president helping
ensure a smooth transition. In all there would be 7 board members and a president each
year.

Treasurer would be an appointed position so that the three year cycle wouldn’t apply.
Thought was given to this as the nature of switching treasurers is complicated.
Elections would still happen at the spring chapter meeting, going into effect in July. A
ballot would be made ahead of the meeting with the names of those that have already
expressed interest in running for the board. Members who wish (Example: Can'’t attend
the spring meeting) could then vote by emailing the secretary before the meeting with
their vote.

The transition plan to go from our current board structure to the new structure would be
decided on and approved by the board. Spring 2026 is the intended implementation of
the new structure.

Members would have to wait one year between terms on the board. This should help
ensure turnover which is desired.

The proposed changes will be documented on the website ahead of the Fall 2025
chapter meeting with reasonings given for the changes. There will be a link in the
newsletter to this information prior to the Fall 2025 meeting.
